STANDARDS AND TOLERANCES

4.1  STANDARDS AND TOLERANCES.-  This section provides the standards and tolerances for the RMC.  It is divided into two groups:  the standards and tolerances for the RMC equipment, and standards and tolerances for the monitored equipment.

4.2  RMC STANDARDS AND TOLERANCES.-  Refer to table 4-1 for the applicable RMC equipment standards and tolerances. In all cases the standards and tolerances apply to the reported RMC readings after calibrated correction factors have been applied.

4.3  RMC MEASUREMENT ALARM LIMITS.-  Refer to table 4-2 for the applicable RMC alarm limits.  Note that the soft alarm limits are to be set for site requirements.  The recommended starting point is 70 percent of the hard alarm limit.
